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Instructions for the maintenance and use of laboratory and workshop
equipment

A) Before use:

1.Training: Never use the devices without prior training and
permission from a laboratory expert.

2.Read the device instructions: Read the device's user manual
carefully.

3.Visual inspection: Check the device for physical damage, bare wires
or breakage.

4. Wear protective clothing: Use a lab coat, gloves, safety glasses and
a mask (if necessary.(

5.Prepare the work environment: The work space should be clean,
dry and free of disturbing materials.

B) During use:
1. Stay focused: Do not be distracted while working with the device.

2. Be aware of the limitations: Do not exceed the maximum capacity,
temperature or pressure of the device.

3. Follow safety principles: Handle hazardous chemicals with care and
avoid direct contact with moving parts.




4.Stop if a problem occurs: If you notice any abnormal operation,
burning odor, smoke, or unusual noises, turn off the device and
report it to the laboratory expert.

C) After use:

1.Cleaning: Clean the device and the surrounding area according to
the instructions. Use appropriate detergents.

2.Shutdown: Make sure the device is completely turned off and
unplugged.

3. Returning equipment: Return all tools and materials used to their
original locations.

4. Recording events: Record the use of the device, problems
encountered, and repairs made in the Logbook.

5. Logging: Record device usage, problems encountered, and repairs
performed in a logbook.
